St. Cecilia's Roman Catholic church

on East 106th Street was designed in
Romanesque Revival style by the noted
firm Napoléon Le Brun (1821-1901) &
Sons, who were architects of Philadel-
phia‘s Academy of Music (1854-55) and
interior of its Cathedral of Sts. Peter
and Paul (1846-64) - as well as the Met-
ropolitan Life Insurance Tower (1909) in
New York City. The church cornerstone
was laid on 9 September 1883.

St. Cecilia's central gable features an
exceptional high relief terra cotta panel
depicting its namesake, the patroness
of music, playing an organ accompanied
by a cherub. St. Cecilia’s was awarded
landmark status in 1976.
